Step 1:  Complete the enclosed 
Registration Form and return it 
with the appropriate amount of 
cash or a check made payable 
to “The Lutheran Church of the 
Good Shepherd” by Sunday, 
June 21, 2009.  We have 
reached maximum capacity in 
the past, so return forms quickly. 
 

Step 2:  Complete the enclosed 
Volunteer Form and return it with 
the Registration Form and 
payment.  Volunteers must have 
completed Grade 5.  They 
require no special skills, just a 
willingness to help.  If you know 
of people who would be 
interested in helping, give us 
their name and phone number 
or pass this information on to 
them.  We cannot accept our 
capacity if we are not properly 
staffed.  We do not want to have 
to turn any children away, so 
please consider volunteering.   
 

Step 3: Come to the Church Education Building on 
Monday, June 15th or Tuesday, June 23rd between 
7:00pm and 8:00pm to pick up a CD of the songs we 
will be learning during VBS.  Your children will have 
more fun if they are already familiar with the songs.  If 
you will be away on these dates, please contact Karen 
Lehman to make other arrangements. 
 

Step 4:  Please arrive 10 minutes early on Monday, 
July 13th to allow time to get your children settled in 
their crews.  We encourage parents of Preschoolers to 
sit with your child for our opening time (until 9:30am) to 
help ease their fears by singing the songs with them.  
The first day can be overwhelming for the little ones.  
All parents are invited to join us each day at 11:45am 
for Firefly Finale - a daily celebration of God’s love you 
won’t want to miss! 
 

Fun crafts, team-building games, lively songs, and tasty 
treats are just a few of the Crocodile Dock activities that 
help faith flow into real life.  Plus we’ll help kids 
discover how to see God in everyday life – something 
we call God Sightings.  Get ready to hear that phrase a 
lot!
